Approval of Minutes:  A motion passed to approve minutes as published in the June newsletter.

Membership Standing and Other National:  Rich reported current membership standing is 53, a discussion of methods for recruiting new and future members was opened.  Randy, Rich and Tim are developing a plan to visit local colleges to recruit future members.  This plan includes the need for more volunteers to visit colleges.

Presentation:  Beverly Randall, representative of the Villager, gave a short presentation on room set up and choices of food and beverages for our September 21, 2005 seminar.  

The meeting was called to order by President Richard Kuzelka.
