Chapter Meeting Minutes – February 2, 2005

Dori Schmidt introduced a new member, Jenny Gilmore, from UNL.  Judy Alderman introduced a new member, Don Lanning, from Game & Parks Commission.  Dave Kroeker introduced his guest, Terry Adams, from Lancaster County.  Paul Koehler was a guest.  

Dori Smidt indicated the chapter would hold another fundraiser at Culvers on April 11th from 5 - 8 p.m.  She is looking for 12 people to fill two 1 1/2-hour shifts either 4:50 - 6:30 p.m. or 6:30 - 8 p.m.  She passed around a sign up sheet.

It will be an all day event and will be held at the Developmental Services of Nebraska Conference Center, 2610 West M Street. Mike Brienzo, Senior Transportation Planner for the City of Lincoln and Lancaster County was the speaker.  The Metropolitan Planning Organization (MPO) is housed within the city so they can qualify for federal money.  The MPO is responsible for planning streets and trails.  They coordinate with local, county and state government.  The planning process is continuous and on going.  There is also an annual and 5 year more detailed review of the plan.  The MPO works closely with the planning department/commission, health department (air quality issues), urban development, railroad safety transportation district, airport authority, neighborhood associations, Lincoln Independent Business Association, and various officials.  Currently, they are working on two large projects: Antelope Valley and the south beltway.  The goal is Antelope Valley will be completed by 2010 and south beltway by 2007.  Mike distributed maps of the Lincoln area current and future trails network and street & roadway improvements 2025.
