The Chapter met on Thursday, January 13, 2005. Dori Schmidt introduced her guest, Jenny Gilmore, from UNL.  Lynda Roesler introduced her guest, Amber Johnson, student intern from DAS - State Accounting.  Ron Carlson introduced his guest, Jennifer Mai, from DAS - State Accounting.  

Tim Baker reminded the chapter of the February 26th Bowl-a-thon.  There were still openings remaining on the sign-up sheet.  Contact Dave Kroeker to sign up.  

Frank Faughn announced the March 2, 2005 Audit Conference.  The topic is "Key Reasons Why the Breakdown of Internal Controls Contribute to Fraud.” Lunch will be served prior to the audio conference.  Lunch will cost $ 5 and begin at 12:45 p.m. held in the State Office Building, 301 Centennial Mall South, Conference Room 6Z.  The audio conference is scheduled for 1 - 3 p.m.  The audio conference is free to members and $ 20 for non-members.  Frank reminded us of the April 25, 2005 Spring Center.  It will be an all day event and will be held at the Developmental Services of Nebraska Conference Center, 2610 West M Street.  Ameritas agreed to be a sponsor.

Rich Kuzelka announced there will be some openings on the board next year.  Contact him to find out more about the openings.  

Jeanne Wicks, Director, Sponsored Programs - Post Award, from UNL was the speaker.  The University System is organized into University Central Administration (located in Varner Hall) then each campus has a Chancellor and Vice Chancellors.  University Central Administration is responsible for high level policy.  Campuses are located at UNO, UNMC, UNK and UNL.  UNL's Chancellor/Vice Chancellors set policy for UNL.  UNL has Vice Chancellors for Academics, Student Affairs, Business & Finance, IANR and Research and Graduate Studies.  Jeanne's position falls under the Research and Graduate Studies area.

The Research and Graduate Studies area is responsible for lots of areas including proposal development, compliance, finance, programs pre- and post-awards, reports, patents/copyrights and the Facilities & Administration indirect cost rate.  Jeanne indicated UNL is performing important research.  UNL is building a drill in New Zealand that will be shipped to Antarctica.  Drilling and samples will be taken for 5 years to study climactic changes.  

Jeanne's staff focuses on post-award responsibilities.  They are responsible for 5,000 grant awards and have 7 FTE's.  Over the last 4 years research awards have increased 86% however there has been no increase in the number of staff.  Jeanne's staff are responsible for all financial work, financial reports, closeouts, audits, compliance, invoicing, debt collection, sub contracts and monitoring.

Jeanne is seeing some new federal audit trends:  increased fines and criminal lawsuits.  One of Jeanne's responsibilities is to ensure compliance occurs.  It is important to know the requirements and have adequate documentation.  It is important that the research staff, financial staff, deans and chairs are adequately trained on compliance matters.  Jeanne has been focusing efforts on setting up an audit management group that will provide information on what to do if someone is contacted by an auditor and who to call.  Jeanne sees some risk areas:  effort reporting (salaries and wages), transfers, items that should be covered by indirect costs, subrecipient monitoring, travel, and expanded authority.

Executive Board Meeting Minutes – January 18, 2005

The motion passed to approve minutes as published in the December newsletter.
