This national group came together to develop ideas to improve the perception of government work and promoting AGA as an important and influential organization.  The main objective is to promote the benefits of government accounting careers through a national public relations campaign.  During this last year, Judy Alderman, Lincoln Chapter Secretary has also devoted time and effort towards this work group.

2) The Lincoln Chapter submitted samples of our monthly newsletters to the AGA National offices for the annual Newsletter Contest.  This contest judged items such as information, design and quality. 3) AGA National Chapter Recognition Award.  This program supports, encourages and promotes the accomplishment of AGA’s mission and to provide guidelines for a well-rounded Chapter.  The Chapter Recognition program assigns points to each Chapter based on seven categories – Leadership, Education, Certification, Communications, Membership, Community Service and Awards.  The results are in and the Lincoln Chapter finished the 2004-2005 year with 14,700 points.

4) AGA National Highest Overall Growth Achievement Awards.  The AGA National office tracks the membership levels of each Chapter using the Growth, Acquisition, and Retention (GAR) report.  This report is designed to measure the membership "health" of each Chapter.  Lincoln is one of only four AGA Chapters that recorded over 100% in each of the three categories.  For the 2004-2005 year, our base growth is 108%, our new member acquisition is 115%, and our membership retention is 106%. A short chapter meeting was held before the audio conference.  Chapter awards were distributed.  Each officer received an award, as did the chairpersons.  Dori Smidt was the member of the year.  Five people had perfect attendance from Sept through April.  They were Dan Albrecht, Frank Faughn, Dorothy Porath, Jane Quiring and Dwayne Rauscher.  
Executive Board Meeting Minutes – May 24, 2005

The Executive Committee met on Tuesday, May 24, 2005.  Attendees included Rich Kuzelka, Tim Baker, Tim Channer, Dan Albrecht, Bruce Snyder, Randy Gerke, Dori Smidt, Brenda Ladd, Lynda Roesler, Syed Hassan and Judy Alderman.  Frank Faughn and Jane Quiring attended as outgoing Executive Committee members.  

The motion passed to approve minutes as published in the April newsletter.  

The Lincoln Chapter has a new member:  Scott Yank from the State Treasurer's Office.  This brings membership to 57 members.

Tim Baker thanked all last year's board members.  Frank Faughn, Jane Quiring and Dave Kroeker are rolling off the board.  New additions include Lynda Roesler, Syed Hassan and Judy Alderman.

Tim Baker provided a summary of national recognition awards won by the Lincoln Chapter.  They include 1st place for the Group E Newsletter Contest, the Silver category (12,500 - 15,000 points) for the Chapter Recognition Award, and the Group E Highest Overall Growth Achievement Award.  Tim B. received an invitation from Relmond Van Daniker, Executive Director of AGA, to attend the AGA National Executive Session to continue the AGA National Citizen Centric Government Work Group.  National will provide a free registration and 2nd scholarship to cover lodging.  Tim B.'s employer will cover the airfare.  A motion passed to send Tim B. to the PDC in July.  This will mean the Lincoln Chapter will have 2 attendees:  Rich and Tim B.  Rich estimates his out of pocket costs will be approximately $700.

Tim Baker passed the gavel to Rich Kuzelka, the new Lincoln Chapter President.

Frank Faughn provided a recap of the May 11th meeting/audio conference - Yellow Book Update.  34 persons were registered and 33 attended.  The hookup fee was paid by National ($249).  Costs involved included food and copying for a net profit of approximately $200.00

Frank Faughn and Syed Hassan discussed upcoming audio conferences.  23 are registered for the May 25th conference – Payment Card Industry Security, New Requirements, New Responsibilities, including 8 non-members.  20 are expected for lunch, which will be catered by Valentino’s.

The next scheduled audio conference – Government Contract Auditing Issues will be on June 20, 2005.  There was discussion on raising the registration fee this and future audio's for non-members from $20 to $25 and increasing lunch cost to $7.   A motion to change the registration fee to $25 for non-members and lunch fee to $7 was made, seconded and approved by the committee.   

A copy of the audio conference schedule was distributed and reviewed for scheduling.  Discussion of schedule for future audio conferences was tabled until the next EC meeting. 

Frank Faughn, Regional Vice President stated he has not yet developed his schedule for visiting regional chapters.  

Lynda Roesler opened discussion on a Lincoln Chapter Web Site by stating she has a contact who would host and manage a website for the chapter at no cost once we have a registered domain. Basic costs to register a domain for our local chapter and the status of the regional website was discussed.  Frank is to clarify how our chapter information would be posted on the regional web site once it is available.   Tim Baker stated he felt a local website would be beneficial to local chapter interest.   A motion to register a domain for a local chapter website and link to the regional site when it is available was made, but there was no second to the motion and the subject was tabled for further discussion at the next EC meeting. 

Treasure’s report was presented and a motion to accept report was made, seconded and passed to approve the April Treasurer’s Report.

Rich Kuzelka announced the summer meeting schedule – the EC will meet at 12:00 in the State Office Building, Department of Education Conference Room B on Tuesday, June 28th and Tuesday, August 16th.

A June Newsletter will be published to highlight the June 20th audio conference on Government Contract Auditing Issues and the summer Board Meeting schedule.  Deadline for articles to be sent to Tim Channer is Tuesday, May 31st.

Budget discussion tabled for the EC’s next meeting.  Being no further business, the meeting was adjourned.
