Executive Board Meeting Minutes – March 15, 2005

The Executive Committee met on Tuesday, March 15, 2005.  Attendees included Jane Quiring, Rich Kuzelka, Frank Faughn, Tim Baker, Ron Carlson, Tim Channer, Dori Smidt, Brenda Ladd and Randy Gerke.  

The motion passed to approve minutes as published in the February newsletter.  

The Lincoln Chapter has some new members:  Gary Timm from the Dept. of Insurance and Jennifer Mai from DAS - State Accounting.  This brings membership to 55 members.

Tim B. reported back on the regional conference call.  There were three topics:  membership, chapter activities, and training and the May PDC in Missouri.

The national recruitment money will be used for the May 11th audio conference.  The chapter received $ 150 plus a free audio conference hookup.  The EC agreed to start at 12:30 p.m. and combine the chapter meeting and audio conference.  Lunch will be served beginning at 12:45 p.m.
