Business addressed at the meeting included:  

Approval of the minutes for the October 25, 2005 meeting as presented in the November Newsletter.  

Dori reported that Chapter earnings from the Husker game tickets raffle was $271.00 and a card thanking Radcliffe & Associates for their contribution of the tickets was signed and Rich will mail.
