Chapter Meeting Minutes – No October Meeting

Executive Board Meeting Minutes – October 24, 2005

The Executive Committee met on Tuesday, October 25, 2005 with the following attendees:  Rich Kuzelka, Randy Gerke, Judy Alderman, Dan Albrecht, Tim Baker, Tim Channer, Syed Hassan, Brenda Ladd, Ron Carlson, Bruce Snyder, Lynda Roesler, Dori Smidt, and Frank Faughn.  

Business addressed at the meeting included:  

Approval of the minutes for the September 13, 2005 meeting as presented in the September Newsletter.  

Dori’s report that there are approximately 10 unsold raffle tickets for the Nebraska vs. Kansas State game on November 12th and requested volunteers to sell these.  The winner will be drawn at the November 2nd Chapter Meeting.  

Syed’s report that the December 7th audio conference on Identity Theft has been booked and that lunch will be served at this combined conference and chapter meeting. Discussion of the March 1, 2006 audio conference on Implications of Sarbanes-Oxley for the Future of the Auditing Profession was tabled for a future meeting.

Tentative date for the 2006 Spring Seminar was set as Wednesday, April 26, 2006.  Tim Baker reported that Ameritas will sponsor a portion of this meeting with a commitment of $400.  Discussion of topics and location for the seminar was tabled for future meeting.  

Tim Baker had two announcements at the meeting:  1) he has been appointed to the National Bylaws and Procedures Committee and 2) he has been contacted by a member of the Lincoln Chapter of the American Society for Public Administration (ASPA) to see if there are any activities our two organizations might want to join efforts on.  The committee congratulated Tim on his appointment and tabled the second topic for further discussion at a future meeting.

Frank reported that visits are scheduled to the Des Moines Chapter on March 7, 2006 and to the Ozark Chapter on April 11, 2006.  He will be attending a breakfast for scholarship recipients sponsored by the Omaha Chapter next Thursday, November 3, 2005. He also gave a short report to the committee on discussions during a recent conference call with regional membership representatives from Lincoln, Des Moines, Topeka and Mid Missouri.

Lynda updated the committee on Chapter’s website.  Outsourcing the host for the website for an annual fee was discussed, but the committee elected to continue with Lynda’s son Aaron in both maintaining and hosting the site, which he is doing at no cost to the Chapter.
