The Lincoln Chapter met on Wednesday, September 7, 2005 at Tico’s at 17th and M Street. The meeting was chaired by Tim Baker, who reminded the membership that the Fall Seminar was being held on September 21st at the Villager at 52nd and O Street.  Lynda Roesler introduced the meetings guest speaker, Steve Hubka, Budget Director for the City of Lincoln.  Mr. Hubka distributed a City of Lincoln Budget Fact Sheet for Fiscal Year 2005-2006, including a chart showing the various tax funds contributing revenue for the fiscal year. He discussed the size of the city’s growth and the related increase in service requirements, yet the city has not raised the property tax rate for several years, relying on sales tax revenue, grants and other funding sources to assist with the funding of capital improvements and the city’s operating budget.  Steve stated that the City of Lincoln works closely with Lancaster County on several projects.  He also stated that the city is utilizing a more open budget process with more council involvement and public response.  Mr. Hubka completed his presentation with a question and answer period.
