Motion for approval of the June minutes as submitted by Randy.  Motion made by Tim B. and seconded by Rich.  All in favor.

Discussed hotel cost for the San Diego PDC was not covered under scholarship for Randy as thought therefore cost went over budgeted amount.  Tim B. will look into further. 

Michelle brought up that the Missouri chapter has purchased a couple sets of CGFM manuals for their chapter to use.  Rich moved that we buy one set of books at $85 a piece for the 3 books and Amy seconded.  Motion approved.  Michelle will look into purchasing and will be in charge of checking them out to those interested.
