Business addressed at the meeting included:  

The Board meeting minutes for February 2006 Executive Committee Meeting were approved as presented in the February Newsletter.  

Syed reported that 34 individuals, including 1 new AGA member, attended the March 1st audio conference and there were no lunch complaints.  Syed reported all speakers for the Spring Seminar have been signed, the conference room has been booked, all required CPE approvals have been gotten, and Frank is making food arrangements.
