The May 16, 2006 AGA Board Meeting was held at the Tier One Bldg-1221 “N” Street, Suite 325 at 12:00.  Those members attending were: Randy Gerke, Lynda Roesler, Dori Smidt, Dan Albrecht, Rich Kuzelka, Tim Channer, Syed Hassan, Ron Carlson, Tim Baker, Michelle Raphael, and Amy Wilson.  

Meeting began by introducing everyone and discussing duties for each position.  

Business discussed included:

Motion for approval of the April Minutes as presented in the Newsletter by Rich and second by Ron.  All in favor.

Discussed briefly some of the different points given by Nationals.  Consider writing policies and procedures including job descriptions for board meetings to submit for points.  Randy to work with Lynda and Rich on the points to ensure we meet deadlines for submitting.

Discussed Spring Seminar.  Brought in revenue of $7,160 from 52 people who signed up.  Expenses around $3,900. Also talked about fact that only 2 evaluations received on line therefore recommend next time to do at conference. Discussed Fall Seminar.  Tentative date set at September 27, 2006.  If audio is announced for around that time will consider changing to include otherwise will just do a ½ day seminar.  Those going to National conference will evaluate speaker options.  Will make sure the speaker is aware they are to limit their discussion of the National AGA program, as it is a continuing education conference.  

Discussed Saltdog’s outing scheduled for July 14th.  Original deadline for RSVP’s set at May 31st.  Dori will check with Brenda to move deadline to June 1st for actual baseball tickets and June 8th for food.  AGA will pay for the baseball tickets and individuals to pay for the food at $11.95 per adult and $6.95 for youth.
