Further, the speakers will cover such areas as right versus wrong, morals, integrity, honesty, fairness, enforcement, reporting unethical behavior, conflicts of interest and what a reasonable person would do under certain circumstances.

To discuss the ethics challenge are two industry experts: Alan Goodman, Master Trainer for the Institute for Global Ethics, and Leon Young, Associate Professor at the University of Maryland University College. Both speakers are renowned ethics lecturers, trainers and discussion leaders for government agencies at all levels, government and private associations and firms.

Please join us for two hours of lively discussion about this important and timely topic. In addition to the speakers’ commentary, there will be approximately 20 minutes for Q & A so that the participants can ask the speakers questions and share their own experiences.

CHAPTER MEETING MINUTES – April 4, 2007
The April 4th, 2007 chapter meeting was held at El Potrero.  The speaker was Ken Svoboda, candidate for Lincoln mayor.   Lynda Roesler began the meeting by making a motion to revise the bylaws as follows:

ARTICLE VII  SECTION 1.   CHAPTER OFFICERS
(a)
The Chapter Officers shall be the President, President-Elect, Immediate Past President, Secretary, and Treasurer.  There shall also be no more than eight Directors.

(b)
The President shall be the prior year's President-elect and shall serve for a one-year term in addition to any period in which he/she filled a vacancy in the office of President.  

(c)
The President-elect, and Secretary, and Treasurer shall be elected annually for a one-year term as provided in Article VIII.

SECTION 2.   CHAPTER DIRECTORS
(a) The Chapter Directors can shall include the following positions and any others approved by the Chapter Executive Committee:



Director of Bylaws and Procedures



Director of Communications (Newsletter/website, etc.)



Director of Community Service



Director of Early Careers



Director of Education



Director of Membership



Director of Professional Certification



Director of Programs/Technical Meetings

(b) Directors shall be elected annually for one year terms.  

ARTICLE VIII  SECTION 1.   NOMINATIONS
(a)    The Nominating Committee shall select from the names submitted to it by the chapter membership, including a member of the Nominating Committee, one candidate each for the offices of President-elect, Treasurer, and Secretary, and not more than ten candidates for Directors or Co-Directors, not later than March 15th of each year.  All nominees must indicate their willingness to serve if elected.

The motion was seconded by Frank Faughn and approved by the chapter members.

Motion to approve the minutes published in the March newsletter was made by Tim C. and approved by Tim B.
