EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE MINUTES – June 19, 2007

Motion by Ron, seconded by Randy to approve the minutes of the last board meeting as distributed and printed in the newsletter.  Motion carried.

Motion by Tim B., seconded by Syed to approve the Treasurer’s report as distributed.   Motion carried.   Dan is researching options for possible investment of excess funds in the checking account.  He will present a proposal at a future board meeting.

Director’s Reports:

Community  Service  –  Brenda  reported  that  we  had 22 signed up for the Saltdogs  baseball game event on 7/14, but only 15 of those have registered for the picnic meal.  Unless we have at least 20 registered for the meal by the end of next week, the picnic part of the event will have to be cancelled.   The baseball game itself is a go since we have the required 20 registered.   She will send out one more email reminder for people to sign up.
Membership – no report – our current chapter membership is 63.  Ramona was asked to research the cost of a chapter policy to pay the dues for retired members as an incentive to keep them involved in the chapter.  Dan  did  receive  a  notice  from  the  University  of Nebraska Foundation regarding  the  chapter scholarship this week.  He will present the details at the next board meeting.  The board members were asked to think about what kind of interaction we want with the scholarship recipients.
Early Careers – no formal report; they are making plans for this fall.  Lynda will distribute an email she received from National on recruiting younger members.
Certification – Michelle is working on the fall campaign.  We may consider moving that to spring to coincide with another CGFM Month proclamation.  Michelle may also ask Cindy about leading a CGFM study group if there is interest.
Programs – no formal report, but Amy Wilson sent word she is lining up speakers for the August and September meetings.
Chapter Development – Martha reviewed some possible grant information from the Nebraska Humanities Council sent to her by Frank.  There appeared to be an application fee required and a stipulation that sponsored events be free and open to the public so we will not pursue this option.  It was suggested that any National AGA sponsor with a local office be approached first about chapter sponsorship.
Education – the National audio conference schedule was discussed.  Motion by  Ron,  seconded  by  Brenda that the chapter purchase the following four audio conferences:  Tools for Performance Audit Efficiency (Nov. 14, 2007), Anatomy  of  Fraud:  Case  Examples  of  Greed,  Collusion, and Override of Controls (Dec. 12, 2007), Internal Controls (Feb. 6, 2008), and GASB Update (March 26,  2008).   Motion carried.   The discounted chapter cost will be $896.00.   The Education committee will develop a pricing structure for non-members who sign up for all four audios for consideration at the next board meeting (members will continue to attend free).

The Fall Chapter Professional Development Conference is in place.  Frank distributed a brochure the committee would like to use for marketing the seminar to those not being contacted via email.  The cost of 200 sets of the full-sheet, color version is $179.00.  Motion by Tim C, seconded by Martha, to approve the purchase of these brochures.  Motion carried.  The Education committee will be working on a draft for a chapter policy on charging for no-shows at a seminar.

The deadline to have items for the newsletter to Tim C. is July 2.

Randy will be working on the project to develop written job duties for the chapter directors.

Tim B., Lynda, and Michelle will form a subcommittee to do further research on   how   the   chapter can accept credit card payments for seminar registrations.   Brenda will find out how this is done by the Lincoln Track Club.   The subcommittee may also look at options that might be available for non-profits through Pay-Pal.

Lynda brought up purchasing some chapter letterhead stationery.  Michelle will forward her some clip art she has used for this purpose to see if that may be a more economical option.

Meeting was adjourned.
