CHAPTER MEETING MINUTES – May 2, 2007
The May 2nd, 2007 chapter meeting was held at the Terrace Grill at the Cornhusker Hotel.  The speaker was Major Julie Perez.  Randy Gerke began the meeting by having members introduce their guests.  Linda Roesler and Randy handed out awards to the Chapter officers in addition to the perfect attendance and member of the year award.  In past years, there has been several perfect attendance awards handed out.  This year, there was only 1 perfect attendance.  That award was presented to Ron Carlson.  The member of the year award was presented to Tim Baker.  

Randy Gerke passed the gavel to Linda Roesler.

Julie Perez is a NIS team lead and she also serves as a major in the military.  Julie spoke to the Chapter about her experiences in Iraq.  She stated her civil and military worlds have collided like never before since 9/11.  The Reserves and National Guard are no longer part-time.  It’s a full-time job because you never know when you’re going to get that call.  It’s no longer a one weekend a month commitment; it’s now 20-30 hours a week on top of a civil job.  The way the Reserves does business today has changed drastically.  Julie was deployed to Iraq in June 2005 and served 18 months as Transportation Commander.  Julie’s unit was responsible for transporting fuel, supplies, water, etc. to the troops at several base camps.  She shared several pictures that were taken along their journeys and explained the logistics.  Julie passed around company coins and a binder of memories that her 9 year old daughter sent to her while she was away.  Amy Archuleta announced that Julie was presented a Bronze award for having no deaths or injuries in her unit while in Iraq.

Ramona and Syed both attended the SLM and commented that it was very good.   Syed informed the Board that the AGA audio conferences for next year should be finalized in June.  There was discussion regarding printing booklets for the audio conferences.  Ron wants a balance between the costs of providing a booklet versus using Chapter money wisely.  Discussion was tabled to future meeting.  Syed also extended a special thanks to Frank and Tim B. for assisting with the audio conferences.

Ron and Dan had no update regarding the scholarship from the Foundation.  Ron is investigating the need to send a revision of our bylaws to National.  Lynda would like a description of director responsibilities.

Lynda would like to change Fund Development to Chapter Development.  Other chapters don’t have fund development and we currently don’t need to raise additional funds.  The Director of Chapter Development would focus on sponsorship development for the Chapter seminars.

Tim B. expressed that speaking at the colleges was beneficial for the Chapter.  Lynda suggested having a younger member visiting the colleges might be a good idea.   

Tim B. suggested having Milton Barr, Regional Coordinator for CGFM at our fall seminar as National is still focusing heavily on the CGFM certification.  A suggestion was also made to possibly include breakout sessions in our seminar format.

There will be no Chapter meetings in June and July.  The first Chapter meeting of the year will be August 8th.

Lynda would like the membership directors to do a survey of the membership.  

Discussion was held regarding the spring seminar.  Frank made a motion to 1) use the Villager as the fall seminar site, 2) solicit feedback from attendees regarding the spring seminar via email, and 3) begin pursuing other site options for the spring 2008 seminar.  The motion was seconded by Ron.

Dan presented the Board with a draft Treasurer’s report.  He noted the Chapter should net approximately $5,400 from the spring seminar.  A motion to approve the draft Treasurer’s report was made by Frank and seconded by Ron.
