CHAPTER MEETING MINUTES – November 8, 2007
The Nov 8, 2007 chapter meeting was held at the Ferguson House.  Everyone enjoyed the food catered by Main Street Caterer from the Capital.  A panel discussion was held with Mayor Chris Beutler, Lincoln City Mayor, Don Herz, City Finance Director, and Steve Hubka, City Budget Officer.  Mayor Beutler began by talking about some of the many changes that have been made since he took office.  The most substantial being the new “constructed from the bottom” budget.  This new budget was necessary to work towards ending the $9M deficit the city was facing.  This deficit has been decreased by eliminating almost 70 positions luckily most of them were vacant or retiring.  Additional decrease in spending also came from cutting some programs.  Revenue increases were not felt to be an option when looking at eliminating the deficit due to the fact that the city can not increase the city sales tax and no one wants to increase property taxes.  The panel feels there are several major issues coming up in the future such as the 2015 projects including items such as a new arena and what to do with State Fair Park.  Other interesting facts they also discussed included that the cost per person of living in Lincoln is around $560 compared to other cities in America such as Pittsburg which is $1,350 and many other benchmark cities which are around $1,000.  They noted that Lincoln has an AAA rating from Moody’s and Standard & Poor’s with only 10 other cities larger then Lincoln holding this high rating.  They end by stating that Lincoln was named the #1 Digital City in America in our population group.  Overall it was a very informative discussion.

Motion by Martha, seconded by Tim C to approve the minutes of the last board and chapter meeting as distributed and printed in the November newsletter.  Motion carried.
Old Business – Lynda noted that only one person has requested the early career sponsorship, Wei Zhao, therefore as approved previously, her membership will be paid for this year.
Treasurer’s Report – Dan reported that in order to purchase the CD, he needed the board to authorize Lynda Roesler, President and Daniel Albrecht, Treasurer, to conduct banking and financial transactions for Lincoln Chapter AGA.  Dori and Lynda signed a form noting as such.  Pat motioned to grant this authority and Syed seconded.  Motion carried.  There was discussion on our procedures in regards to financial transactions. Director’s Reports:

Rich moved and Ron seconded to find a family to adopt and give that family $100 from chapter funds and encourage AGA members to purchase items that family would like to receive.  Rich will send out an e-mail with the items the family would like.  We will gather the items at the Dec 5th meeting and Rich will deliver.
Professional Certification – Lynda presented a letter Michelle has put together to mail to the city, county, and state government management talking about the benefits of AGA and the CGFM program.  It was felt this letter should be sent in March as that is CGFM month therefore the discussion was tabled.

Programs – Amy noted the next meeting will be at Imperial Palace on Wednesday, December 5th.  Martha Gadberry, Facilitator, Consultant, and Trainer of Gadberry & Associates Tips will be joining us with her presentation “No More Nightmare Meetings”.  

It was decided by the board that for the Dec 12th audio conference on Anatomy of Fraud, food will be brought from Valentino’s for $7 per person.  Discussed that at the last audio, only 7 people ate therefore the chapter ended up absorbing around $30.  Ramona suggested adding a question or two in the survey about the food at the audio conference.  Discussion was tabled to see the response at the Dec meeting.

Communications - Articles due for the newsletter by Nov 27th.  
Education – Tim B and Syed passed out information on potential locations for the Spring Conference.  Since the Villager is no longer holding conferences, they had prepared a comparison between the Villager and six other locations using the numbers we had in attendance at the 2007 Spring Conference.  Crooked Creek at 134 & O and Country Inn & Suites on North 27th were both cheaper then the Villager and have free parking.  The other options, Champions Club, Holiday Inn, Embassy Suites, and Cornhusker Hotel were all more expensive plus charged for parking.  Rich moved and Amy seconded to have the Spring Conference at the Country Inn & Suites.  Motion passed.  Rick then moved to have the conference on April 22nd and Syed seconded.  Motion passed.  Tim then passed out a draft agenda and estimated income and expenses.  The potential speakers and their costs were discussed.  The main speaker Tim will be pursuing is Jan Yager from Connecticut for $5,000 plus travel expenses.  She will speak for 3 hours.  Overall, they are projecting expenses of $9,630 with around a $3,000 profit if we have 90 in attendance.  Tim moved to approve the use of draft agenda and estimated income and expenses as a guideline for the committee to pursue speakers and to adjust the budget accordingly.  Dori seconded.  Motion passed.

Other discussions:
