CGFM NEWS

Did you know that AGA conducted a compensation survey earlier this year? The results of the survey showed that those who had earned a CGFM designation reported a higher average salary than those who do not hold this certification: $105,815 compared to $78,905, a difference of 34 percent. CGFM Promotion

Need an extra incentive to apply for the CGFM Program? 

Here it is:  From September 1 until December 31, 2010 we'll give a rebate of $20 for CGFM applications received with the assistance of AGA chapters.

In order to receive a $20 rebate, 

1. The complete CGFM application (application form, $85 application fee and copy of the transcript) must be received by AGA Office of Professional Certification during the period of September 1 through December 31, 2010. 

2. The CGFM application form must have the promotional phrase: "CGFM chapter promotion - Lincoln Chapter AGA" written at the bottom of the form. If the application is submitted online, the applicant must put this phrase in the last question: "How did you learn about the CGFM Program?"

Important notes:
- A full application fee of $85 must be paid at the time of application. The $20 check will be sent to the applicant by mail in January. 

- The applicant must put the words "CGFM chapter promotion" AND the name of your chapter on the application form in order to receive the rebate.

- It is preferable that the applications are submitted by the applicants themselves and not by the chapter. The applicant does not have to be a chapter member in order to receive the rebate.

TITLE:  THE YEAR IN REVIEW:  AN ETHICAL PERSPECTIVE
 
A look at the headline cases that left us wondering, "What were they thinking at that agency?" or "How did they miss that?" An in-depth examination of the missteps by government officials and employees from the past year.  Included in the discussion will be the MMS's mispricing of government leases, the $12 million from Iraqi reconstruction contracts that made its way into the checking accounts of private citizens, the pay-to-play bond contracts, and the overvalued pension plans that resulted from side agreements on what the numbers should look like, not what they actually were. From conflicts to payments to surfing the net to refusals to look into questions and issues because of political pressure or just the fear of job loss .  What do you do when a county supervisor is using the county credit card for personal expenses?  How do you handle excessive travel by public officials?  And who has the authority to require a re-bid on a contract that has already been awarded? And what about those consultants everyone keeps bringing in -- are the payments proper?

 

The wide range of cases allows for the discussion of ethical decision analysis -- help from a structured model for ethical decisions and, on occasion, those difficult conversations of confrontation.
