CGFM Promotion

Need an extra incentive to apply for the CGFM Program? 

From September 1 until December 31, 2011 national AGA will give a rebate of $20 for CGFM applications received with the assistance of AGA chapters.

In order to receive a $20 rebate, 

1. The complete CGFM application (application form, $85 application fee and copy of the transcript) must be received by AGA Office of Professional Certification during the period of September 1 through

December 31, 2011.
2. The CGFM application form must have the promotional phrase: "CGFM chapter promotion - Lincoln Chapter AGA" written at the bottom of the form. If the application is submitted online, the applicant must put this phrase in the last question: "How did you learn about the CGFM Program?"

Important notes:
- A full application fee of $85 must be paid at the time of application. The $20 check will be sent to the applicant by mail in January. 
- The applicant must put the words "CGFM chapter promotion" AND Lincoln Chapter AGA on the application form in order to receive the rebate.

- It is preferable that the applications are submitted by the applicants themselves and not by the chapter. The applicant does not have to be a chapter member in order to receive the rebate.

BOARD MEETING MINUTES – August 17, 2011

Amy Wilson called the meeting to order at 12:07 p.m. 

Board Members Present:  Dan Albrecht, Tim Baker, Ron Carlson, Tim Channer, Lonnie Fierstein, Brenda Ladd, Cindy Miserez, Laura Poots, Lynda Roesler, Ken Rouch, Ron Theasmeyer, Jason Walters and Amy Wilson.

Amy reported on potential CPE presentations covering the topics of “Writing for Professionals, Advanced Excel, Power Point, etc.  A question arose as to whether these presentation topics would qualify for CPE credits.  Discussion on this was tabled until the next Board meeting.

 The following dates were set to finalize the activities calendar: 

November 28th – December 1st Salvation Army bell ringing

December 7th Membership Meeting – “Adopt-A-Family” items collected

Ken reported he will be submitting the 1st quarter CRP credit information to National by September 30th and reminded Board members to let him know of the credits earned in their respective area.  He also mentioned the items stored at KIMCO storage have been moved to the 7th floor of the State Capitol.

Lonnie provided samples of logo shirts produced by Production Creek.  Board members were impressed with the quality of the shirts along with the reasonable cost.  The Board felt furnishing these shirts to current Board Members to wear at AGA events would provide good publicity for the Chapter.  A motion to purchase one AGA logo shirt for each current board member was made by Tim Channer.  Brenda seconded the motion.  Motion passed unanimously.  Lonnie will be collecting shirt size information during the next few days so that these shirts will be available to wear at the Fall PDC.

Business – Ron Theasmeyer mentioned the May 18th and June 15th Board Meeting minutes were published in the June newsletter.  Having received no changes to these minutes, approval was requested.  Tim Channer moved to approve the minutes as published and Ron Carlson seconded the motion.  Motion passed unanimously.

Dan reviewed the treasurer’s report covering the period from June 1 – July 31, 2011 and reported that we had a bank account balance on hand of $20,494.74 as of July 31st.  He mentioned year-to-date receipts totaled $131.32 and year-to-date disbursements totaled $1,497.83 and responded to questions from board members.  Ron Carlson moved to approve the June - July, 2011 treasurer report as presented.  Ron Theasmeyer seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.

Education – Amy reported that Ralene has registered the Chapter for the following four audio conferences:  Fraud (December 14th), Getting a Handle on Internal Controls (January 11th), Financial Management (February 8th) and Ethics (May 23rd).  Amy reminded the Board that the Fall PDC is scheduled for September 22nd at the Comfort Inn & Suites in Lincoln.  Topics covered at this conference include computer forensics, ethics, auditing and internal controls.  Amy mentioned we have a great speaker line-up and that JT Wetherington, an illusionist, will provide our lunch hour entertainment.  Registration fees for this conference are $120 for members and $160 for non-members.   

 Community Service – The “Step Up for Down’s Syndrome Walk” is scheduled for October 1st (8-11 a.m.) at Antelope Park.  The Board at last month’s Retreat approved a donation of $10 for each chapter member participating in the walk.  Other community service events discussed were the Salvation Army Bell Ringing scheduled for November 28th – December 1st (Monday – Thursday) and donations for “Adopt-A-Family” to be collected at our Chapter Meeting on Wednesday, December 7th.

Membership – Tim reported a Membership Task Committee has been formed and the Committee’s first meeting was held on August 15th.  Tim shared the names of those serving on the Committee and provided a brief recap of the meeting discussion to the Board.  He also mentioned the Committee’s next meeting was scheduled for September 14th.

Early Careers – Cindy reported her Committee was continuing to pursue opportunities to speak to college students about AGA.  She indicated the Beta Alpha Psi “Meet the Firms” event was scheduled for Tuesday, Sept. 6th from 6-8 p.m. at the Student Union and the exhibitor booth fee was $265.  The contact person for this event was Cindy Cosgrove.  She also mentioned the possibility of participating in the Government Finance Case Challenge for Colleges.

The webinar presenter was Brent Stockwell, who did a good job covering the reporting process. BOARD RETREAT MINUTES – July 16, 2011

Amy Wilson called the meeting to order at 9:05 a.m. 

Board Members Present:  Dan Albrecht, Tim Baker, Tim Channer, Ralene Cheng, Frank Faughn, Cindy Miserez, Michelle Raphael, Ken Rouch, Ron Theasmeyer, Zach Wells and Amy Wilson.

The retreat began with discussion on the 2011/12 proposed budget with the following recommended changes:  Increase the Fall Conference receipts by $500; reduce the Communications – Website disbursements by $200; increase Membership Support disbursements by $200 and create a budget line item for Accountability & Outreach in the amount of $500.  A motion was made by Frank and seconded by Ken to approve the proposed budget with the recommended changes.  Motion passed unanimously.  

The next item discussed was continuing education.  The AGA Audio Conference Schedule was reviewed by Ralene.  She mentioned we need to participate in at least four live audio conferences in order to receive the discounted rate.  These audio conferences can also be purchased on CD.  After further discussion, a motion was made by Dan and seconded by Tim Channer to spend up to $1,500 on live audio conferences and CD’s during the 2011/12 year.  The motion passed unanimously.  In addition, other continuing education opportunities through Thompson Interactive Audio – Single Audit, and live presentations on the use of software were discussed.

Membership meetings were the next topic of discussion.  Discussion revolved around different lunch meeting locations such as Valentino’s, Imperial Palace, etc.  Timely service, reasonable cost, and parking were mentioned as important factors to consider.  Potential speakers and topics were discussed and included Dan Marvin providing an overview on the Arena’s progress, a tour of the new Assurity Life Building and a tax update provided by Brian with the firm, Dana Cole & Company, LLP.

Discussion then focused on early careers and getting members to promote AGA at various local accounting/auditing organization meetings.  In addition, contact with upper class accounting students at the local universities and colleges and having a presence at local career fairs were discussed.  Also, the idea of inviting college/high school students to attend a chapter meeting was mentioned.  Our chapter would receive credits from AGA for the above promotional activities.  Cindy will look into the options available to us.

Community service was the next topic for discussion.  During the past year, our organization has been involved with the “Adopt a Family” program, Junior Achievement’s Bowl-A-Thon, and Salvation Army bell ringing.  Other potential community service activities discussed included volunteering at the Matt Talbot Kitchen and participating in the “Step Up for Down’s Syndrome Walk” scheduled for October 1, 2011 from 8-11 a.m.  The board then discussed making a donation for each member participating in the Down’s Syndrome Walk.  A motion was made by Michelle and seconded by Ken for our chapter to donate $10 for each member participating in the walk.  The motion was approved unanimously.

The next item for discussion was the Fall PDC.  Frank discussed the possibility of having David Hancox conduct a presentation on internal controls and to include a session on professional ethics.  For the luncheon speaker, an illusionist by the name of J.T. Wetherington, was mentioned.  The date for the PDC was set for Thursday, September 22nd.  For sponsorships, Frank will follow-up with prior corporate sponsors, and send out a regional e-mail in August, promoting the conference.  The Board decided to keep the member registration fee at $120 and the non-member registration fee at $160 for the conference.

Accountability Outreach was the next item discussed.  Lynda Roesler has agreed to chair this area.  As a result, the chapter will receive 50 credits for her efforts.  In addition, the Chapter’s Citizen Centric Report needs to be submitted by September 30th to AGA National in order to receive 500 credits towards the Chapter Recognition Program (CRP).  Ways to earn CRP credits were also discussed.

Chapter activities for the upcoming year were discussed.  The Saltdog’s Baseball game held last June was a success with 33 attendees.  This event is again being considered for the upcoming year.  The possibility of a Year-End Banquet and/or Awards Luncheon recognizing past presidents was mentioned as well as after-work socials.

The final item discussed was the Chapter’s website and newsletter.  It was noted the webmaster was doing a good job keeping our website up-to-date and the fees charged for this service were reasonable.  The idea of placing a directory listing on the website was also discussed.  Tim reminded everyone to get information they want in the newsletter to him as soon as possible.  The Board thanked Tim for his hard work in compiling and sending out the monthly newsletter.
