To maintain your CGFM certification, here are the basic guidelines.  Please see the AGA website for detailed information on obtaining additional information on CPE topics and subjects that qualify and frequently asked questions.  A brochure:  Continuing Professional Education Requirements for Certified Government Financial Managers is provided at Lincoln AGA chapter membership meetings, PDC events and audio conferences.

The Basics:

· Pay the CGFM renewal fee by the due date every year;

· Complete at least 80 hours of continuing professional education every two years in government financial management topics or related technical subjects

· Maintain and, if requested by AGA, provide detailed information on CPE hours completed.
